An European manifesto of Localism !


For a new European Dream !

Localism is the name of a new european dream. And it is the way to renew Europe for the best, to rebuild its institutions in a true democractic way, and to restore the basic principle of subsidiarity - anything coming bottom up, not imposed top down.


The name for a  living democracy, strategic autonomy, the name of dignity, safety and freedom for each European citizen in its Nation, within its natural local community. 


The name of a self driven, autonomous and spontaneous move which is spreading all over Europe. At the dawn of 2023, without any political connections, some municipalities, some representatives, in Cannes or Saint-Hilaire de Riez in France, in Serbia or in Germany and Austria as well, spontaneously used the words : "localism" and "subsidiarity" to design their projects with the communities they stand for. 


Everyone in Europe is, should or would be a localist !


I - What localism stands for ?


Localism means the return of politics : Referendum of local initiative ( RIL ) ; strict limitations on digital identity, digital money and digital currencies ; relocalization of strategic industries, finance and banking activities ; local platforms and local control on the use of datas and algorithms ; mutual recognition of norms and standards ( what is good in some place is good across Europe) ; protection of common goods against private capture ; extensive information on the "where", "how" and "by whom" any product or service provided across Europe are produced and distributed ; effective decentralisation on the basis of subsidiarity - any decision to be taken at the lowest local level possible ; stricts limits on the Intellectual property rights (IPR) and the rent driven economy they create ; transparency on foreign investments, local and national control upon NGO's and Foundations financed from outside countries ; strong incentives for mutual and cooperative structures ; etc. 


Localism means acting in a very effective and direct way. Local politicians are doing, not just talking. And they are doing with the people, for the people, listening to the people. They will give back the control to their constituents !


Localism means physical, economic and moral safety. Localists know their enemies. What comes from the outside doesnt fit well, and those who come from the outside doesnt want you the best. Both for internal and external security, localism calls for a strong military and security policy, an independant armament industry, an extensive control of foreign flows of capital, financial markets, foreign procurements, and a policy of balance of power that is the only way for independance. The bond to the land of free citizens is the strong call for defense and safety. Because they will fight to the end to keep their land and their freedom.


European institutions and some national governments  tried to impose so called “global values”, " global responsability" and fantasies not shared by the majority of the individuals. Human rights must not put an end to political choices and the judiciary wont put and end to policital debate, and collective freedom. Is it time for Europe to be managed by an American governor, as Paul Valéry asked in the late 30's ? 


On the contrary, Localism is about : 
1. Autonomy

Localism is the other name of “Enlightment”   - collective freedom. The political freedom we cherished for so long is under threat from unchecked enemies - from global Web platforms with unlimited access to personal datas, to the GAFAM’s and their followers ! They don’t have names yet, but they are our new Dictators, Gods, Kings, or Masters. We as Europeans have to regain control against them all - against big tech, big pharma, big funds, and all these who want to dictate us our will, our desires and our way of life, from food to hot water ! We have to renew our great revolutions, and we have to fight to put an end to the dictatorship of these new masters of the universe. 


The European Localists asked for the come back to subsidiarity in national and european processes and decisions. Subsidiarity, this forgotten treasure of the European Union - for how long had its institutions and representatives forgottten this word ? The most effective government is the one that governs closer to the communities where they live, to the collective bodies and the territorial realities. And it is one which recognizes their initiatives, their differences and traditions as an enrichment for all. As the founding European Treaty mentioned, "European debates must reflect the diversity of Nations and public opinions".


To perform well, any political approach must be bottom up - from local communities and organised communities, either regional, professional or politic, to the national and European institutions, not the other way around. The European Commission and the European Parliament as well must take note. It has to focus on concrete realisations, steps by steps. 


The future calls for the Jean Monnet’s method  ! 

Rebuild politics on the fundaments of localism is the way to rejuvenate democracy, re-legitimate institutions and  their representatives, and give effective and sustainable policies based on the common interests of the citizens !


It is useless to take to the streets when the power is anywhere - in banks, in supermarkets, in franchisers networks, in advertisers and propagandists. 

It is also useless to call for the return of Nation's states. Not only because the past never comes back. Mainly because the high level of corruption by globalization, financialization and judiciarization of the civil servants of European Nation's states, except a few of them.


It doesn’t mean citizens are powerless. It means that each consumer, each investor, has the power to boycott global companies, global  finance but to choose local handicrafts, food, and assets. It means that local communities and institutions must empower their members by enforcing local preference wherever they can. And there is a lot of fields where they can and must reverse absurd policies of "only the lowest price counts". 


What counts is the local life. Everybody should be empowered again where he lives !

2. Democracy.

Democracy is at stake now, because it didn't deliver well. The strength of neoliberal globalisation brings a crackdown on local or national singularities - what makes Europe so palatable and delightful ! The pandemic of COVID19 made things worse, helping multinationals and franchisers to destroy independent local shops and fabrics, and suppressing individual freedom to incredible extents. And local communities are denied any say on the migrant submersion imposed from the outside. Our local and regional communities are not in a good shape, our common goods are on the way to disappear, our communities are sidelined under the name of compliance to so called "Green Deal" obligations, or "migration pact", constraints and explosive costs. Once vibrant and full of life, from Calabria to Slavonia and from Normandy to Bavaria, most of our rural areas are falling in despair, loneliness and desertification. A biased interpretation of ecology has destroyed  the way of life of millions of Europeans and make them enemies of Brussels, as the Netherlands farmers turned recently, as so many small entrepreneurs will do soon when facing absurd "taxonomy" ! The globalist agenda using climate panic is the enemy of an effective human ecology - the way to live well in a beautiful and moving environment. There is no way to develop sustainable environnemental policies against the will of citizens.


Localism gives a powerful answer to any who tries to rebuild sound and moving democracies. It calls to adapt absurd norms to local realities and remove this dysfunctional idea to uniformize products and services from Sardegna to Finland, and from Luxembourg to Cyprus ! It calls for innovation to accelerate the remote work and telecommuting. It calls to regain control on supply chains, to enforce local preferences and relocalise strategic industries. To push on industrial strategies and reengineering financial markets and accounting practices, so violently overturned by the "mark to market" illusion! How dare speak about strategic autonomy those who sold Exxelia, Alstom Ernegy, Morpho Safran, and so many strategic companies, to the US hegemon ? 


Localism is to put an end at the destructive power of free flows of capital and foreign influence  that is widely used against our political freedom 
3. Independence

We must hear the advice of John Maynard Keynes in the 30's ; " produce yourself everything you can reasonably produce at competitive costs. But keep your finance and your banks inside your borders !" Because it calls for strong incentives to finance locally projects of local impact, and maximise what we call "the double dividend", both financial and territorial. Investors can destroy their communities by allocating capital elsewhere, they can also add a non-financial interest to their dividends when they invest in local companies or in companies with positive local impact. Local finance is a powerful mean to revive local communities, based on renewable energy and food autonomy. And banks must follow a localist "Community Reinvestment Act" ; where they collect deposits, they have certain amount to give back local in credits and investments.


Freedom of choice came first in the search of independence. And it calls consumers and investors as well as voters to choose in full responsibility. Because it calls for extensive information given to the consumer, to empower him about the "where", the "when" and the "by whom"" of any product or service he buys. High tech is the best ally of localism on this point. The QR code on every packaging could give the consumer a exhaustive information about the way products are made, delivered and what their local impact is. Localism doesn’t call for protectionism, but for the consciousness of consumers about the consequences of their choices. A good policy of procurements  will be the one which prefers quality to quantity, expertise to low costs ! 


Let us build in Europe the same incentives to buy local and national, as the Biden's administration did with the powerful Inflation Reduction Act

Let’s introduce a localist index for each economic operation, each company, scoring their impact on territories they act in ( Local impact index ). Public procurement, public money financing private companies  will be attributed according to this Local impact index, with a condition of financial return to the community if the success comes ( as Israel did for its bright innovative public funded companies).


The Localists have to rewrite the fabric of Intellectual Property Rights ( IPR), a key factor of financialization and unjust distribution of wealth, because of the spoiling system it establish against the use of common goods, and the expulsion of local communities from the bounty of life and nature it enforced. IPRs are the most violent face of privatization of anything on earth, from the land to the natural resources and to life itself and threatened to kill innovation by the rent economy it allowed to flourish.


Legitimacy is in the people will : Local referendums !


A strong movement for localism in Europe will extend the democratic way of the referendum following the will of citizens on issues of local or regional impact. Following the Swiss model of direct democracy, proud boys on a free land, it is the best way to deal with new issues, as windmills or solar farms, or local currencies ( "complementary currency ", like the Vir in Switzerland). It is the best way to take back control from the World Economic Forum of Davos ( so little about the economy, so much about world domination), from the World Trade Organization (WTO) or the World Health Organization ( WHO, so little to do with health, so much to make money managing global panics and death threats for the benefits of the Gates and others), and from these vast arrays of NGOs and Foundations that prevail above the Nations, the laws and the will of the people - the way for the citizens of Europe to regain control on their way of life. 


Call it political freedom ! Remember the Magna Carta and also the less known “chapter of the Forest “giving each British citizen the right to live freely from the land, milking nature to meet its needs - England, 1217, issued in 1225 ! Remember the great revolution in England, in the USA, in France, and consider how much the will to vote our laws, to shape our governments, and to keep our traditions, values and way of life, stands at the core of Europe and Western history, memories and will. Jefferson, Hamilton and Jackson, have to come back and help us !


The European quest for freedom calls for localism. 

4. Territory

Localism calls for geography, climate and soil to be recognized as decisive conditions of human lives. Of course, as Emmanuel Levinas wrote, "men are not trees, and humanity is not a forest". But they are not leaves in the autumn wind. The place you live in matters. From Novi Sad, on the Danube river, to the shores of Gdansk or Gdynia and from the splendour of Rome to the empire's palaces of Vienna and Budapest, we, Europeans, are not the "anywhere" accurately described by David Gooodhart. We are these "somewhere" global neoliberalists depicted as behind people - these neoliberals who refused any historical figure, Rembrandt or Einstein, Richelieu or Bismarck, to take place on the euro banknotes, because they could be divisive ! 


As wrote by Pierre Jakez Helias, " it is more difficult to be from somewhere than it is to be in his time". At the moment when climate counts, natural resources count, and geography is back as a main factor of human life, it is time to rediscover the hidden link between men and the soil, Europeans and their grounds. The resilient alliance between communities and their land counts, the diversity of cultures of the land in Europe is a treasure we must cherished. There are not so many places in the world where so many different cultures take place in so small territories, and each time some of them are erased, or banalized, Europe loose something of its civilisational richness. Its genuine diversity is why the world envy Europe. And this is the way to get out the ecological trap. Europeans have developed for centuries strong links with the territories we live with. This is the true condition to thrive ; as said Carlos Ghosn, "you need to belong somewhere before you go and conquer the world" (2010). And citizens of european Nations have to keep their ground against those who want to make them refugees on their own land, to submit them to the laws of the nowhere against the law of the land, and turn them into Indians in their reservations.


We are from somewhere, from our territories, our cities, our Regions, We all are the Locals ! We are the Localists !
5. Ecology

Localism is the true condition of an effective human ecology - human diversity counts as well as biodiversity, and must prevail against any move to uniformize, banalize and standardize. We can quote Claude Levi Strauss ; " there is no civilisation if there are not civilisations". The unique civilization of Europe is made from hundreds, may be thousands, of local and regional cultures, traditions, social patterns that build the might of Europe, its appeal, and its achievements. Few countries or Empires have developed such different way of life on so small territories. It is not a waste, it is a blessing. These differences, from place to place, give Europe its best chance of survival ; the closer you are with natural resources, with patterns coined by centuries and dictated by climate, biodiversity and topography, the best your resilience will be. And Europe has to offer this diversity to the rest of the world - and to keep it alive, vibrant and empowered, as the best of itself. 


Localism calls each citizen to be the good gardener of its territory, to protect biodiversity, beauty and singularity of it, and to transmit it better, full of life and future, to the coming generations. It calls for chidren to be raised with living creatures, to respect them and to learn laws of birth and death through them. It calls for a better recognition of traditions, social patterns and ways of doing things ; they are the treasury of humanity, and its best play to survive. Let's trust spontaneous organization of living communities ! Let's play biodiversity ! Local adaptation is the first answer to the coming climate change and environmental challenges. Each community has its way to fight them and to adapt to them, to recall its endemic species of crops and fruits, to freely exchange seeds, and to regain this richness of nature the abuse of property rights ( intellectual property rights, or IPR, the way to privatize nature) endangered. Who dares be the owner of human genome ? What future waits a rent economy based on toll-booth on life itself ? 

Ecological concerns are not the way to open Europe to multinationals, worldwide patterns and uniformized architecture. Not the way to endanger private property, to threaten traditional way of life, large families and historical buildings, or to limit the right to move and the access to nature. The Localists will stop the agression of the "Green Deal" against their way of life, and turn upside down the European policies to base environmental décisions on the will of the people, not on the interests of big business and investors. A better environment for a better life, a closer access to the bounty of nature, ensuring everyone the daily experience of beauty, are the goals of localism, an expression of this permanent interpenetration of men and nature that gives it uniqueness to European landscapes. 


A human ecology is an ecology for life. 
6. Performance

Localism is the key of efficient economies - the key to reopen the door of progress. After the death of global development, the end of global neoliberalism, there is no way for economics out of territorial autonomy, strategic independence, and supply chain control.


Social fabric is in jeopardy across Europe. And it is not only an economic or financial issue. The dignity of men and women is on the verge. Because of the lack of meaning of work, and the lack of usefulness of too many jobs - these "bullshit jobs" coined by the American essayist David Graeber. "Why ?" is the unanswered question of so many jobs, from advertising to accounting, and from trade to finance. Useless, but well paid. Why ? is the question of dignity and fulfilling promises of any job ; create value for the people you live with. Be useful to my community - what family shops, local factories and services ensured so well. On the way to re-localise industry and finance, on the way to renew SME's ability to serve first the community they live in, localism is the way to re-dignify and  honour human work: to be proud of serving his community is a significant part of the non-monetary wages for workers delivering products or services for those they live with. We must be proud of the name of our  place, our city, our community, our  company, all recognized for the excellence of its products or services !

Proud to be locals ! Proud to be from our communities, from our companies, from our places !
7. Security

Localism is another word for physical, financial and moral safety. It has strong theoretical basis ; classical economy is in tatters, there are no more academics to defend neoliberalism, and geography makes a spectacular come back with the environmental crisis. After massive propaganda for the digital trap, we are back on earth. And we must stand our grounds. Others will not give up their own.


Europe is facing the demise of some of its naïve beliefs. Since the destructive "Acte Unique " (1986) opening Europe to free flows of foreign capital, and destroying any hope of strategic autonomy, for the sake of German/American domination, the European Union bet was shaped by neoliberalism, globalism, and an absurd faith in "the end of history". Time is over for these figures of the past. Localism is one of the attractive features of a shared future for all of us.


Localism will mark then the end of the drift which makes the EU a nonsense and a treason of the goals of the Founding fathers ! After the both collapses of socialism and neo-liberalism, after the demise of globalism and nationalism as well, let’s try the localism !  Keep your ground, stand with your community, stay firm on traditions, faith and borders, and Europe is yours ! Localism is the way to make Europe back again  and to turn European institutions upside down - to make them deliver for us. 


Let’s make Europeans safe again with the localism !

Europe back on its feet with the Localism 


Localism confronts the European commission, the European Parliament, the European Economic and Social Committee, the Committee of the Regions and the Council to their results. What are they doing ? What have they delivered ?  What are they pushing for ? With tons of self satisfaction and self esteem, what did they achieved for the daily life of European citizens, the well being of territories, the freedom and the prosperity of all Europeans, and peace on the continent ? What could they be pride of ?


The answers wont come from any institutional reform, neither from a new, conservatist majority in the Parliament elected in 2024, neither from the expected nationalist surge. The answers will come from us, men and women of a village, a city, a Nation, daughters and sons of families, memories and fights, Catholics or communists as well - from a land and a faith. Europeans, French, Belgian or German, we are from Antwerpen or Tienen, from Brittany or Occitanie,  from Bavaria of Saxony. The first link with any political commitment is where we live. And the political answers will come from local Councils.. 


Many elected representatives, Mayors of their city, members of the national parliament or a regional or professional bodies, call for more local autonomy, more subsidiarity, more territorial intelligence. European institutions and national States too often turned blind eyes to these local representatives. They had no space in the so called " Convention for the future of Europe”... Those calling for subsidiarity, decentralization and local initiative are silenced. But they are the future of Europe. The European Union must hear their voices. 


They must have their say in any European institution and also in the Commission. Because they speak from the heart of Europeans, from "Heimat" to "Chez nous !" Citizens from Territories must have their Say in Europe ! Localism will make their voices be heard ! 


II - What’s about the European dream ?


Freedom. Peace and security. Shared prosperity. Identity and civilisation, were the values whom the Founders Fathers dreamed for 70 years ago ! 

What is left of it ?


To this question, the answers given by "Nationalists" and by “Europeists” as well are biased and limited. The European dream has been dissolved in a sordid bureaucratic aggression against vibrant Nations depicted by nationalists. The anti-european say that everything done was wrong, the pro-European say that everything done was brilliant and that the promises have been kept . They both are wrong ! 


We give a different answer to the same question. The European dream has not passed away, it has just been forgotten: too many rules, too many laws, and so little hopes ! Too many words, far from the existing world, and so few realities ! Localism has its feet firm on the ground. A localist wants its money in his pocket, he uses local currency for daily needs, and he wants democracy - the citizen's majority ability to vote laws, to call for referendums, and enforce their common goods and local rights.  And he remembers that national constitutions are the source of european Union institutions, as the Karlsruhe Court regularly establish, and that any European legitimacy lies in national agreement. 


There is far too much ethnocultural and socioeconomic hate. Localists are proud of their city, their village, their land. Proud of their history, their achievements and failures as well, because they belong to them, they build their personality, and they make them different. What is left from Europe without such inside diversity in a so small space ? 


European civilization is a specific expression of the bond to the land. Ask Germans, Sicilians, Bosnians, Flemish, Britons or Latvians, about Munich, Antwerp, Syracuse, Sarajevo, Morlaix or the Courland peninsula ! And remember "the chapter of the forest", this second expression of the "Magna Carta" where European democracy take its first shape, in England, 1218 ! 

That is why localist movement is a new hope for Europe. Localism, the bond to the land, the call from the soil, the song from the origins, is the call to unite Europe on its true basis. Europeans kept their ground. If there is something to say about the uniqueness of European culture, it has something to do with the way of life, with the climate, the land and the men of Europe interpenetrate themselves so to speak, any European having strong bonds with the land, as an heritage, as his home, for pleasure or leisure, for the war, or for bread-winning.  

The localist answers : Peace. Prosperity. Civilisation


Three words are at the heart of the European dream. They gave it its political appeal. But what is still living in these three words and what do they mean actually ?


1 - Peace.

The European Union was dedicated to maintain peace on the continent. After the Second World War, we saw the invaluable sacrifice of millions of Russian soldiers against the Nazis, the resilience of Great Britain, the American support and the courageous resistance of so many Europeans ! We are proud of the extraordinary French-German friendship that shaped the Union for more than half a century, since the Elysée's Treaty was signed ( 22 January, 1963, despite the calamitous "Préambule" dictated by the US to the Bundestag). Everything has changed since, and the French-German alliance seems more and more an heritage of a distant past. What do they share for the next future ? Everything has changed, and the path to peace seems far away. Those who discuss and vote the massive aid to Ukraine have forgotten what a war looks like - dead bodies, lives of too many young people lost, families in tears, orphans and widows.  Just have a look at demographics ! Some 300 000 young and courageous young men lost their lives on the battlefield, all of them Europeans from the Ukrainian or Russian side. We will miss them all in an ageing and decaying Europe ! The western world is disappearing from the surface of the earth by its own folly, and the organized destruction of traditional families. The most populated Nation in Europe, Germany, comes at the 16th place, far behind Pakistan, Bangladesh, Ethiopia, Egypt, Congo  or Turkey ! The european continent will be the most ageing country in the world with Japan ! The war in Ukraine is the suicide of Europe, and it is a self committed suicide. If some search a revenge against Europe, they made it. Who takes care, who cries for peace ? Who calls for Europe as a broker of peace ? When the Europeans are killing each other, the rest of the world contemplate this collective suicide, with pity, astonishment but also joy and pleasure from the side of the enemies of our civilisation, 


We have to face this uncomfortable truth ; peace is not so much about postures, goodwill and human values, far more about equilibrium of strength and respect for other Nations, Empires and civilisations. Who dares remember that to our Western allies ? This is not the smallest failure of Europe as a civilisation. Military strength still matters, and the fighting spirit of a population makes the difference, as Ukrainians showed us. The anywhere forget it, they trade identities and territories as they trade bonds. The somewhere keep their fighting spirit when they are in full control of their land, they vote their laws, and they choose their destiny - when they have preserved their political freedom.


2 - Prosperity

Shared prosperity was a key factor in the European citizen's support to the European project. "There is no progress if not for all" is a European motto. A strong, united European Union was told to bring prosperity and wellbeing to everyone, everywhere, at any cost. It was the way to survive behind the ruins of the war, with the help of our American allies. And the successes of some would be shared by all. The future german chancelor, Ludwig Erhardt, coined it in the late 40' ( 28 april 1948, Frankfort assembly) in a seminal statement ; "only a government based on economic freedom and shared responsibility of citizens has legitimacy to speak for the people". 


What is called " ordo-liberalismus", government of and by free markets, was by no way a common doctrine of European governments and Nations ; French or Italians didn't share the same view about State's legitimacy. But after half a century of soft market governance, for some part due to "L'acte Unique" ( 1986), then the Maastricht treaty and the creation of the European Central Bank, the 90' have shifted to strong market governance, mass privatizations and public administrations for the benefits of private interests and at the costs of the citizens. 


What a difference! Inequality has flourished!  Poverty grows !  Public infrastructures and services are destroyed ! Statistics or economists failed to address the harsh reality. Where you live says a lot about how you are, and how you live. Are there well-of Europeans out of metropolis ? The "anywhere" agenda of the so called European elites destroyed local communities, informal but valuable services between neighbours, inside traditional families. For the benefits of franchisers, multinationals and big business, it closed the network of SMEs, craftsmen and shop-at-the-corner that keeps territories living and doing well. We have now the metropolis and the deserts.


The gap between the daily life in big cities and rural areas has never been so huge, and the access to goods and services so disproportionately affected. And it is not exaggerated to say that most of the rural population have fallen apart - on the forgotten side of political attention and social concern. This is the heavy price we pay for excessive centralization, financialization and unchecked free trade !


Dispossessed, deeply troubled in any part of their life, Europeans share a strong feeling of disappointment. Some turned their back to Europe. The European Union Bureaucracy doesn’t understand it or pretend to ignore it ! Their only answer is to think, as they did with the result of the Brexit’s referendum, that it’s all about communication and to blame the people and their representatives : not enough educated and smart to understand the benefits of the EU ! What a deep tragic and totalitarian blindness !


Localism will reconcile economic activities and shared prosperity. New accounting practices will put an end to the absurd " mark to market" practices, and reconcile long term and credit banking with finance. Relocated industrial activities will help to create good jobs with good salaries through public and private incentives. Compulsory index of local impact for any investment, enforcing true sosicla, territorial and environmental responsability for investors, will help small businesses to flourish, creating innovation, training and entrepreneurial spirit. A new set of cooperatives based on "one man one vote" and the return of benefits to the community will renew banking, insurance and fund managing practices. And a strong move for demetropolization will follow the new life of forgotten territories, and shared prosperity between communities. 


3 - Civilization

At a moment where China, India, Russia and others are coining themselves as "civilisational Nations", or "civilisational States", when the "woke culture" aims to destroy anything looking as Christian, colonial, familial, or "white supremacist", is there still something left like a European civilization ? Do European institutions care about it ?


Travelling across european countryside, from the Hungarian plain to the cliffs of Stralsund, from the salt mines of Krakow to the Northern Island of the Netherlands or the stones of Carnac. the answer seems obvious. So different, and so close ! Because of wines and porkchops, because of churches and palaces, because of Gods and epics ! 


When living in metropolis, the answer is far from being "yes". What is still living of Europe in Saint-Denis, Molenbeek, the suburbs of Milano, Dortmund or London ? In the wreckage of modern buildings ? Is there is something like a civilization still living in the European Union ? 


We are far from still being a civilisational Union. The European parliament finances

 Islamist organizations and admit the Islamic veil in its public space, vocal minorities silence citizen's majorities, and NGO's or Foundations financed from outside have a say in every European institutions, prevails on any political movement, professional bodies or social associations. And publishers pay students to rewrite  books and other pieces not to offend any sensitivity - Shakespeare, Corneille, Carl Schmitt, come back to save us from conformity ! In Belgium, they don’t have any more  Christmas’s holidays, but Winter’s Holidays , no Easter Holidays but Springs Holidays, all that in order not too disturb the growing Islamic minorities, majorities in a lot of big cities ! 


What is left of a distinctive European civilization when the Elites have  the pretention to be "universal", to promote "humanity" and to praise "values" aimed at destroying traditional families, Christian and ethnic origins of Europe and national pride ? The Union spend money, time, energy and propaganda to deny any cultural or civilizational difference between people, nations and continents, for the sake of "multiculturalism", what is the end of any culture, and a brake on value-added economy, as the American economist Putnam brightly illustrated ( mainly because lack of trust, and the need to explicit any commitment, the transaction costs explode in a multicultural society). Moral uncertainty makes for sure addicted consumers, it wont help democratic life to flourish and European ambitions to revive.


Strange result, strange process. The common sense of Europe is both territorial - west of Russia, east of the Atlantic - and civilisational - Europeans have a unique and collective personality. These two dimensions are totally inter-dependant ; there is no european culture without " mild climate /climat tempéré", without water flooding and crops flourishing, the bounty of nature and at the same time, its softness’s for human life - just compare to the "gifts of nature" in Africa or North America ! 


The problem is not between traditional european cultures and the European Union official cultural policy. The problem lies at the heart of a European Union and national governments devoted to the globalist agenda ; for those who believe that there is nothing more than individual rights on the political field, Europe is just about words, ideas, values - good values, good ideas, and good feelings, and that s it ! So, as it was said, Japan or Australia are European countries, and Taiwan as well ! This benevolent posture will not last long. Europe is not the world. And it has enemies. The pretention to detain universal truths and universal values came from a strong heritage ; monotheism is the fate of Europe. And it is close to fail under a too heavy burden for too little will.


Peace, prosperity and the European civilisation itself are at stake. And they are mainly not because of the European Union, or the European Nations. they are at stake because the world is challenging them, the world is running out of the field designed for him by European thinkers, scientist and politicians, the world is falling apart - and the European Union took time to notice it.  And the question is ; will the coming world order will come from Europe, will it be friendly to Europe, or against it ?  

Localism, The right answer : 


Localism is the meeting point of those who want a new Europe, another Union, and better hopes for the Union.


Localism is a newcomer in the political field. Not a political party, not a foundation or an NGO, "Les Localistes européens !" is a collective movement which goal is to restore the European Dream and rebuild the european democracy from the ground. The Localists' movment wants to help local communities, collectivities, private companies and investors as well to improve their impact on the communities they work for and they live with.


Of course, it has something to do with the "reshoring", "nearshoring" or even the "friend shoring" trend that is moving away from the indiscriminate free trade policy of the past forty years, putting an end to the WTO motto - only prices counts ! - and the "globalisation naïve" as it is called in Europe now. 


Of course, it is the social expression of strategic autonomy, regaining pride and consciousness for workers and families as well.


But there is a lot more, and it will be a huge mistake to take for granted localism as just an economic driven political movement. Because Localism is the way to reach integral humanism, this invisible target of any consistent social experience in Europe.


Localism is a social fabric. Based on empowerment, closeness and territorial preference. Giving a new pride to workers and activists serving their community. Rebuilding the link between work and utility, that is far more than financial value, because it is the condition of human dignity. 


Far from the Left, the Right and also the extreme centre, ultra left or ultra right, Localism is the new form of social concern, better to say than the current expression of “socialism”. Localism is the call for democracy as it must be ; the somewhere taking back control on the "where", the "who", and the "why". 


Localism is a political practice. Calling for a wide recognition of "Local Referendum", a soft decentralization, wide responsibilities for territorial Assemblies and professional bodies, localism is another word for "subsidiarity", the true basis concept of the real European integration.


And Localism is the way for peace, by mutual respect, better understanding between Nations and civilizations. Don’t interfere ! Don’t  mix ! Don’t intervene ! After the miserable failure of "Nation's building" and " Responsibility to protect", the respect for the sovereignty of any Nation is the manifest condition of peace, and must be reinforced after years of disastrous foreign interventions.


Any resilient political system must deliver for all its members, not only the ruling minority. We can discuss how much money the current system could deliver ; this is no to be match with the tremendous amount of social capital the current system has destroyed, and still destroys. 


Social capital is about identity, trust, and moral safety. It is about standing firm on its ground. Social capital is proud citizenship, moral assertiveness, national pride. It is also distinctive culture, traditions and thriving territories transmitted from generations to generations. All of these things have no price tags, there are for nothing in the balance sheet, but they make all the difference between poverty and misery - as said the french socialist leader of the 1900's, Jean Jaurès, "the Nation is the real wealth of those who have nothing".

Our current political system is flawed to deliver only for the few who control it. The main asset of any Community – City, region, Nation, Empire, or anything else -  is about Pride. Proud to be a French, proud to be a Corsican or a Bavarian,  proud to be an Indian, proud to be a Chinese - proud to be part of a community which decides its laws, keeps its ground, and follow its destiny. We are far from it. From classrooms to assemblies, everything is made to put shame on us - as if the only way for anyone to love humanity would be to hate himself. And we, Europeans, spend a lot of money, energy and thoughts to develop the hate of what you are, against our Past, our values and our achievements. From Greece to Finland and from Italy to Germany, we have to regain proudness of who we are, what we achieved, and what we stand for. And the name of this new pride is localism - the way for Europeans to regain confidence and pride !

Localism,  the new Pride of the Europeans .


If Europe want to reconcile itself with citizens, it is going on the direction of  localism. 


It is obvious to say that the Union didn't answer the demands coming from the european people. ". But it is stupid to forget that the Nation States have had no better answers to these demands, and that Nation States performed very badly in meeting the social, security and identity demands coming from the European people. 


How many national failures have been falsely attributed to the European Union, in a very useful and comfortable way ?


The key point of delusion came from the progressive dispossession of people. Europeans are an endangered species, but no one seems to pay attention. They loose control upon themselves, their destiny and their way of life. Everything, from the Maastricht Treaty to the "Green Deal", from "taxonomy" to the Free Trade agreements, seems to call for uniformization, conformity and compliance - the end of singularity, the death of local preferences and customs. Here lies an enormous mistake ; Europe will proceed far more by empowering local communities, professional bodies and self determination, than by suppressing diversity, local singularity and territorial experience. As wrote Rémi Brague, "The european Union will succeed by achieving separation from what is not European, and not at all by suppressing any difference inside Europe". And it will succeed in protecting these local social fabrics  from any interference from the outside, and refuse to align them on the globalist orders.  


Localism is the hope to come back to an European integration which respects its unique diversity and makes it stronger , sovereign and independent. Localism will come back to the brilliant idea of the addition of local, national and European Communities, creating wealth, peace and prosperity for each citizen, for each of its component, local, regional and national. 


What Hindus called hindutva ( Ram Madhav), what Chinese call " Tian tsia", “verything under the same sky” ( Zao tin Yang), what some in central Europe call "heimat" , we call it localism. 


Localism is the “Heimat” , “la patrie” for every European citizen ! Europe will be the protector of every local, regional and national community ! The “Heimat”, the “Patrie” of all  “Heimat and Patries” of the Europeans : 

The law of the land must prevail upon globalist fantasies. The spirit of the land has inhabited generations after generations of Europeans, for farming, for inhabiting, for governing, or for the conquest of it. It is still living at the heart of communities, and it is the way of the new living Europe. As the french poet Paul Valery wrote : “ Mettons en commun ce que nous avons de meilleur, et enrichissons nous de nos différences ! "
